That is the real challenge for the church today, to be the true people
of God in a world that is so unlike that of 50 years ago. The struggle
for churches today is ‘Hoto be effective instruments’ in a world
created by increasing globalization, new scientific discoveries, in-
creasing political correctness and an uncompromising quest for
‘self’. That world has firmly taken pride of place in the eye of the
average human traveler, a place that once was occupied by the
church.

Look at life through the world’s binoculars, the options are wide-
ranging and opportunities aplenty.He world is your oystérpeo-

ple would say. On the other hand, try looking at life through the eyes
of faith, people shake their heads and immediately turn away. Even
Christians sometimes struggle to “be in the world and not of the
world.” Some office-bearers have trouble seeing the oyster in the
tenets and promises of the Christian faith.

Are we faithful and honest enough? Are we kind enough in our rela-
tionships with each other? These are the words upon which Dr Sal-
mond opened this church building. These values -faith, honesty and
kindness- are still fundamental to our life as a church in mission.
