An Invitation  Nothing happens unless we do something 
 
We live in difficult times, with people everywhere feeling the effects of 
the current economic crisis. The cost of living has increased; people have 
lost their jobs, life savings, homes etc. It is a struggle for many to try and 
make ends meet. We in the church have long been familiar with the 
struggle to be relevant and visible in a society that has become more and 
more secular. Numbers have dropped and continue to drop. We as 
church leaders have been called upon to think differently and strategi-
cally about the way ahead. 
 
In Isaiah Chapter 54:2, we see Isaiah picking-up on the concept of seiz-
ing the moment with the future in mind: “Enlarge the place of your tent. 
And let them stretch out the curtains of your dwellings. Do not spare; 
Lengthen your cords. And strengthen your stakes.” 
 
At the Elder’s retreat held last March, Christine Hansen challenged us to 
think outside the square; to take risks in faith, trusting God in all things 
that everything works for good to those who love God. The retreat chal-
lenged us to take the attitude and action of those who want to see growth 
in the Church. We were reminded that if we had the time and courage to 
look outside the borders of our Church, we would immediately recognize 
that there lies ample scope for growth. 
 
I recall the film, “Field of Dreams”, about a man who in the middle of a 
cornfield builds a baseball field for ghosts of bygone baseball players. 
One line sums up the film – “If you build it, they will come.” The unspo-
ken line is, “If you don’t build it, they won’t come.” Of course, he builds 
the baseball field and they come; ghosts appear and then play a tremen-
dous game. 
 
While such a film is based on fantasy, its central line applies to the 
Church. Nothing happens unless we do something. If we build or enlarge 
our borders, they will come. If we don’t build, they won’t come.  
  
A blind man sat on the steps of a building with a hat by his feet and a 
sign that read: “I am blind, please help.” A creative publicist was walk-
ing by him and stopped to observe that the blind man had only a few 
coins in his hat. He dropped a few more coins into his hat and without 
saying anything, took the sign, turned it around, and wrote on it. He 
placed the sign by the blind man’s feet and left. 
 
That afternoon the creative publicist returned, walked by the blind man

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and noticed that his hat was full of notes and coins. The blind man 
recognized his footsteps and asked if it was he who had re-written 
his sign. He asked the man what he had written on it. The publicist 
responded, “Nothing that was not true. I just wrote your sign differ-
ently.” He smiled and went on his way. The blind man never knew 
what his new sign read. This is what he now displayed for the pass-
ers-by to read: “Today is spring and I cannot see it.” 
 
The publicist had a genuine concern for the future of the blind man, 
that allowed him to envisage a better future for him and he proceeded 
to act on it. He seized the opportunity with the future in mind. He 
took strategic action that brought about a change in the blind man’s 
present and future fortunes.  
 
The very essence of leadership includes the ability to envisage a bet-
ter future and plan for it.  
 
Session members, since the retreat have engaged in an exercise of 
strategically thinking and planning for the future of St Andrew’s. 
(Refer Session Notes) Our Mission Statement states: “ To be a grow-
ing church that is spiritually alive to God and actively caring for 
others.” Like the film “Field of Dreams”, if we don’t build it, no-
body ain’t gonna come.

Search the 
scriptures, and we are plainly told that God regards us try-
ing to buy our way in to eternal life with Him with a bun-
dle of good works and other brownie points, as the same as 
handing Him filthy rags.

The way is in the scriptures.  The Father draws us to the 
Son  (John 6 Verse 44).  Next Paul in 1 Cor 15 vs 3 &4 
unfolds the Gospel to us, which is …”how that Christ died 
for our sins according to the scriptures; And that he was 
buried, and that he rose again the third day according to 
the scriptures:”  And, in a way finally, John 14 vs 6, no 
man cometh unto the Father but by me.   So our choice as 
to which way we go on our “T” bar journey maybe is cast 
here on earth before we die.  If we haven’t faced our sin 
state, come before Christ and accepted his shed blood, 
then we may have to face that our death could have an-
other bleak aspect to it.   It is by believing that by the 
shedding of Christ’s blood, the acceptance that He did this 
to pay the price for our sins, accepting our sin and know-
ing the meaning of the word of repentance, that our death 
to come has lost some of its sting.  Regular church atten-
dance may not be of too much use.  Good works, no.  For 
some of us, it is that very difficult thing that finally does 
it, and that’s belief that Christ has got us there, not our 
efforts; it’s been His gift, and we didn’t deserve it.  That 
will only sink in when by reading God’s Word we find 
and understand.  For the word is the portal for God’s pres-
ence to enter into us, to lead us to that truth, so preparing 
us for that transition from one dimension into another. 
 
Most of us don’t know when death will come.  It’s fright-
ening to think of it, and unhealthy to dwell on the subject.  
Practically what is frightening, is when we think about our 
means of death.  Will it be quick or slow?  Painful or will 
we just quietly go in sleep.  What mess will we leave, or 
will we be a burden to our families?  God won’t tell us, 
we just have to try and cope with those thoughts.  Some 
people have it easy, some have it tough.  Many disease 
processes seem to have an anaesthetic state attached to 
them, and that takes away the pain in death.  Sometimes 
there is that acceptance that this is the end of the line, and 
with this state comes a peace.  We have had to watch 
many elderly that we have known go through the process 
of death by old age.  We have watched one sector of their 
life after another shut down, as one lot after another lot of 
body cells no longer repair themselves.  It’s a fact that 
each of our cells can only reproduce themselves a fixed 
number of times before they stop dividing.  Death can be 
a friend.  I have often wondered what happened in the pre 
flood days, when a life span was in to the 900 years or so.  
Did their teeth last that long, or their joints not wear out? 
 
If we have come to terms with death, and know in our 
hearts what Christ did for us, how do we pass on this 
peace to those, maybe in our family who don’t have any 
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ing they had seen before and it opened their eyes not only 
to the reality of who Jesus was but also to the endless pos-
sibilities that can eventuate from positive thinking. Jesus 
said to them, come and follow me, and I will make you 
fishers of men. They immediately dropped everything and 
followed Jesus. 
   
 In an effort to translate that energy and spirit of positive 
thinking to what we do as a Church moving forward, the 
Elders have been looking strategically at what we could 
do to attract people to St Andrews, or as our mission state-
ment puts it: “to bring as many people as possible into a 
lasting life-changing relationship with God through Jesus 
Christ”. The initial discussions took place in small groups 
to allow individual members to contribute and have a say 
and the ideas from the groups were wide-ranging -
practical, creative, and some seemingly ambitious – yet 
not unusual ideas. Some of the questions raised during 
this exercise were:  
Is there a better way we could provide effective Pastoral 
Care to our older people? 
Is there a better way we could provide effective Pastoral 
Care to the bereaved? 
Is there a better way we could build relationships with 
younger families and young people? 
Could we do more with the piece of land next door to the 
manse than just leasing it? 
Is there a better framework within which the courts could 
work to ensure better communication and quality service 
to our people? And more… 
 
The ideas while creative though obviously need a bit of 
strategic thought given to them. This task has been allo-
cated to the committees of Session to deal with, so we all 
wait with much anticipation.    
 
New Elders - Session has added to its number with Mrs 
Lee Kearon as our newest member. 
 
Name Badges – Name badges have been available for use 
on Sundays. There are still a few badges to be picked up. 
We encourage folk to remember to wear their name 
badges when they come to Church on Sundays. 
 
Evening Services – Note the change of times. Since May, 
these have been held at 5pm on the second and fourth 
Sundays of each month. It allows people to get home 
early enough to catch the news at 6pm while having tea in 
front of a nice warm fire. 
 
Midwinter Celebration – This will be held on Sunday 5th 
July followed by a finger lunch in the Church hall.

Session Retreat 
The Elder’s Retreat with Christine Hansen was an enjoy-
able and stimulating time for those who attended. Christine 
challenged our thinking and the way we do Church by 
drawing our attention to the Biblical witness. For instance, 
she reminded us that Jesus called his disciples primarily to 
be ‘fishers of men’, and during his time with them he 
taught them how to go about it. One important aspect of it 
especially in guaranteeing a good catch, Jesus taught them 
about being positive, creative, and bold in determining 
what direction in which to cast one’s net.  
 
Christine used the fishing story whereby Jesus met a group 
of fishermen on the sea shore who had been fishing all 
night and caught nothing. He suggested to them casting the 
net on the opposite side of the boat, -a highly unorthodox 
and seemingly ambitious idea as far as the fishing experts 
were concerned- so they thought! After-all these men had 
spent all their lives catching fish in the same old way and 
had worked for them numerous times except this time 
when all night they had caught none. With much hesitation 
however, somehow they followed Jesus advice thinking 
‘oh well what the heck, let’s just get on with it and go 
home’ sort of attitude. They thought they knew more about 
fishing than Jesus did. As it turned out, the end result was 
life-changing for these men. They suddenly realized who 
they were dealing with here. The huge catch was like noth-

of this blessed hope?  That can be a distressing thought.  
You can try and tell them, but if you try too hard, those 
efforts can back fire and alienate those members from 
yourself, possibly even from God.  All that is left for them 
is prayer, and then in that is the knowledge that we have 
been given free choice.  We have the choice to face our 
future for eternity, or never accept our God, and then one 
day, an event happens, and we may find that there may be 
no second chance.  That can be debated long and hard. Or 
could we have blown it by not “coming now” to Christ, 
when he knocked on our door. 
 
What’s left?  Maybe only one thing.  That’s that God will 
have it all under His care, that He knows those fears that 
we have, and that if we accept what His Son did for us on 
that cross of Calvary, He will honour His part of the equa-
tion.  But we will have to realise that it’s going to be faith 
on our part, that will lead us to Him, and lead us to 
heaven.  A comforting or terrifying thought which none of 
us can avoid.

Synod A.G.M. 2009 
 
“It’s all about money” is the comment I heard before going 
to my first Synod meeting. This is true but interspersed 
with the reports from the different committees were some 
inspiring speakers, devotions, a communion service and 
catching up with friends from other parishes. 
 
The business part included electing Tau Ben Unu from 
Mataura as the Moderator Elect and installing Christine 
Hansen from Cromwell as Moderator for the current year. 
 
New initiatives included partly funding the appointment of 
Andrew Bradstock as the Director of the University of 
Otago’s new Centre for Theology and Public Issues. He is 
also the first holder of the Howard Paterson Chair in The-
ology and Public Issues which is jointly funded by the 
Howard Paterson Trust, Synod, and Ian and Annette Tul-
loch. 
 
A new enterprise called “The Dunedin Sound Resource 
Trust” has been established to provide sound production 
resources within the Synod area. It will be used at events 
such as Faith Festival and Samstock and will be available 
for hire. 
 
Another new initiative that has been launched this year is 
to offer six annual music scholarships, musical project 
grants and an award for the best hymn or worship song. 
These are being targeted at young people (under the age of 
30). The purpose of these is to encourage and equip young 
musicians in the conduct of public worship and provide 
grants for recording, further training, putting out a Demo, 
going on tour etc. 
 
Speakers included Rev Cameron Sinclair from Blue La-
goon, previously St David’s Dunedin, who spoke about the 
Café style service they have on Sunday mornings; and Rev 
Geoff Ellery from Queenstown who had used his Study 
Leave to visit a range of Churches of different denomina-
tions throughout the country and write a Book entitled 
“Researching Kiwi Churches” under the three headings of 
‘Assimilating Children and Families’, ‘In Tourist Areas’ 
and ‘In Rapidly Developing Areas’   We also heard from 
Bruce Fraser and John Daniels who both encouraged par-
ishes not to waste energy keeping things the way they are 
(structures and buildings) but to let go and allow change. 
After all, worship is about our faith in God and our rela-
tionship with Jesus, not church.

MOTHER  
My mother was a very beautiful person. One word summed her up ‘Love’. Though 
most of her young life she was starved of the warmth and fellowship of family life 
she gave to me what she had never received, grace—kindness– love. Her mother 
and father had 5 children. He was away a lot being a stoker on the boats that plyed 
around N.Z. waters. When she was just 8 years old her mother died of TB and her 
father married again, a widow with one child. That was bad enough but worse was 
to come, her stepmother did not want the children. The boys were put into the in-
dustrial school for juvenile delinquents as there was nowhere for them to go, and 
my mother into a home for girls, unloved—unwanted. A place of little compas-
sion, there she stayed till standard 4 and was told to lie about her age and go out to 
work. She told me all about her struggles in life and how later when we lived at 
the Nokomai goldfields she had an accident with a knife and contracted gas gan-
grene which is very contagious and had to have fingers amputated. When she was 
75 the gangrene flared up again and she had her leg taken off, first at the knee and 
then at the groin. I never heard her complain. God in his grace knows the unspo-
ken desires of the heart and though she thought she was never worthy enough he 
opened the way during the war for her to go to church and later on to know Jesus’ 
love which allowed her to leave a rich spiritual legacy for us all. I was very blest 
to have the mother I had.

Following nominations from the Nominating Committee, the Council 
has appointed the Rev Emma Keown as the new Convener of the Coun-
cil of Assembly.
